The Walnut Ring is a premier show ring featuring all-weather synthetic footing, multiple
entrances, and level gravel and grassy areas where bleachers or hospitality tents are
placed for a variety of events held throughout the year.  The ring is an irregular shape with
maximum dimensions of 275' x 360' and an area of 85,000 square feet, comprised of fine
sand and fiber footing.  Includes a two-story judges/announcers tower with lower-level
office space, and an upper-level glass front for optimum viewing, with permanently
installed counter and sound-system controls.
